The JoAnn Clowe Young Vocal Artist Scholarship, honors the life, legacy and love of vocal music and the pursuit of higher education of Mrs. JoAnn Clowe. 

JoAnn Clowe taught private voice and piano for over thirty years, including 23 years as accompanist and private voice teacher for the Plano Independent School District.   She was an honor student in voice and piano under Marilyn Babel and Jacque Norman at Del Mar College and Louis Gravoeure of New York City. Mrs. Clowe completed her undergraduate with Pattye Johnstone at the University of North Texas. She was an active member of the National Association of Teachers Singing and the Texas Music Education Association.

Applicants for this scholarship must meet the following criteria:

· A 2010 Graduating Senior

· A active member of an accredited  Vocal Studio

· While involved in private voice participated / competed in either: NATS, OAKE, TMEA Region Auditions or UIL Solo/Ensemble. 

· Proof of acceptance into an accredited university or college as a vocal major or minor.
· Must have a minimum cumulative G.P.A. of 3.0

The selection committee will consider a number of factors in its decisions which may include but are not limited to financial need, contributions to the school choral department, exceptional level of personal achievement in choir as a vocal performer, involvement beyond what is expected or required, leadership shown (whether elected or “unofficial” leadership,) as well as citizenship and work ethic in choir. 

In order to apply for The JoAnn Clowe Young Vocal Artist Scholarship, please do the following:

· Complete the attached application and checklist.  Remember that this is a vocal scholarship and so while you will want to include information about other activities and organizations of which you are a part, the committee will be looking most specifically at what you did while studying private voice in Plano Senior High Choral Department.
· Attach a photocopy of your most recent report card.

· Attach two or more letters of recommendation from adults that know you well: teachers, 



ministers, school counselors, youth minister, scout leader, etc.   These may not be

 letters from your current choir teacher or a member of the Clowe Family.
· You may choose to attach your resume or other information if you feel it would help the committee.

· Place in an envelope and turn in to Plano Senior High School c/o Mr. Derrick Brookins, by May 17th, 2010.
